Eric:  Info on Jesse Grandison Billingsley was initially sent to you as follows:

Jesse Grandison Billingsley was born in TN on 3 January 1834 to John Crawford [b. TN 7 Oct 1807 m. ca. 1830, d. Sevier Co., AR 25 Jan 1872] and Catherine [Brooks b. TN 1805 d. IL 1840] Billingsley.  After death of mother in 1840, moved to IL and then to AR with his father.  Enlisted 22 May 1962, Private, Company D, Monroe's Reg., 1st Arkansas Cavalry, C.S.A., served to end of war. Jesse's battles included Prarie DeAnn, Marks Mill, and Jenkins Ferry.  He was on the great MO raid and lost a brother in the Battle at Kansas City.  Died 3 February 1815 in Cerrogordo AR.  Jesse is buried behind the Baptist Church in the Cerrogordo Cemetery and has a confederate marker inscribed J. G. Billingsley Jan. 3 1834 Feb. 3 1915.  

Jesse’s first wife was Julian Alford [born Dec. 25, 1944, died Jan. 26, 1883] who he married ca. 1860.  Julian is buried in the Cerrogordo Cemetery, marker is inscribed July Ann Billingsley Dec. 25, 1944 Jan 26 1883.  

His second wife was Eliza T. Kingston [b. June 3, 1866, died Mar. 6 1895].  Eliza is buried in the Cerrogordo Cemetery, marker inscribed Eliza T. Billingsley June 3, 1866 Mar. 6, 1895.

Jesse Grandison Billingsley, born in TN 3 January 1834, moved to IL and AR with his father.  Enlisted 22 May 1962, Private, Company D, Monroe's Reg., 1st Arkansas Cavalry, C.S.S, served to end of war. Died 3 February 1815, buried behind the Baptist Church in the Cerrogordo Cemetery.  He has a confederate marker.  His second wife was Eliza Kingston who was living in 1893, but no mention of her death in any of our records.  Jesse and Julian are shown on the Cerrogordo Cemetery Records as:  J. G.
