Therese:  Starting at the Cross Roads [two miles west of Winthrop in AR 41] go north on AR 41 five miles, turn left [west] on county road, drive 1 3/4 miles  to Pauley Cemetery, which is on the south side of the country road.  The  country road that crosses just before the cemetery runs between Pauley and Jewel Hill.  On the south side of Caney Creek, is a  large , dead oak three which the Brazils call the hanging.  As a child, George Washington Brazil was hunting his father Jesse's horse when he came upon a group of men hanging a man.  He was told that if he reported what had happened, they would kill him and all of his family.  Today, on the west side of the road, just south of the creek is a stainless steel marker, to the unknow man who was hanged.   However, the date does not conform to the facts.
