09 Aug 1824

Receipt given by Richard EUBANK guardian of  Fanny GARNETT an heir of 

Nancy GARNETT to Samuel CRUMP who was the administrator of the estate 

of Nancy GARNETT.  Discharges CRUMP saying that his ward has received 

her share of the estate.  Slaves mentioned: Vilett “a woman”, Randol “a 

boy child” and Stephen “a boy.”
09 Aug 1824

Major GARNETT an heir of Nancy GARNETT states that he is over 21 years 

of age (dated 05 Jun 1824) and discharges Samuel CRUMP saying that he 

has received his share of the estate. Slaves mentioned: Tom “a man” and 

Joe, “a boy.” 

22 Sep 1824

James BURROUGHS, executor on the will of John GERMANY, tendered his 

account.

24 Jan 1825

Petition of  Nancey (Nancy) G. DOGGETT, Richard E. DOGGETT and 

Elizabeth M. DOGGETT, minors of Asa DOGGETT, stating that they are over 

14 years of age and praying that William JONES be appointed their 

guardian.
24 Jan 1825

Petition of William JONES guardian of Nancy G. DOGGETT, Richard E. 

DOGGETT and Elizabeth M. DOGGETT.  It is pointed out that on 02 May 

1814 Elizabeth DOGGETT and Richard EUBANK qualified as administrators 

on the estate of  Asa DOGGETT and “sometime afterward” Elizabeth 

married Randal RAMSEY who became administrator in right of his wife.  

It appears that JONES is asking for the bond which was posted.

07 Mar 1825

Letters of administration on the estate of William EUBANK granted to 

Samuel CRUMP.

02 May 1825

Petition of William Jones guardian of Nancy, Richard and Eliza DOGGETT 

minors of Asa DOGGETT stating that Randall RAMSEY administrator in 

right of his wife on the estate of Asa DOGGETT should make a settlement 

of the estate or be dismissed from his administration. 

02 May 1825

Received of David WALKER administrator de bonis non on the estate of 

Frances A. ALLEN $328.39 ½  on Sterling JONES share of  estate.  Dated 

09 Feb 1825.

06 Jun 1825

Receipt of John STITH of Warren Co., guardian of Rebecca S. WALL, heir 

of Conrad WALL late of Columbia Co. to Frances WALL, administratrix of 

the estate of Conrad WALL. Dated 30 May 1825.

06 Jun 1825

Receipt of Hezekiah YOUNG of Columbia Co., heir of Conrad WALL, to 

Frances WALL adminstratrix of the estate of Conrad WALL. Dated 30 May 

1825.

Receipt of William WRIGHT guardian of Coleman WALL heir of Conrad WALL 

to Frances WALL, admin.  Dated 30 May 1825.

Receipt of Frances WALL to Frances WALL.    William WRIGHT acting as 

agent for Frances WRIGHT.  Dated 30 May 1825.

Frances WALL named guardian of William Wesley WALL and Thomas Anderson 

WALL.

11 Jul 1825

Letters of guardianship for Martha H. JONES minor of Jesse WINFREY 

granted to Harvey BALL.

18 Jul 1825

Petition of William JONES guardian of Richard DOGGET, Nancy DOGGETT and 

Eliza DOGGETT minors of Asa DOGGETT praying writ of partition for real 

estate.

05 Dec 1825

David STANFORD one of the commissioners appointed to divide the estate 

of James MARTIN.

19 Dec 1825

Letters of guardianship granted to James LAMKIN on the person and 

property of Thomas PEEK, a minor over the age of 14 years.

09 Jan 1826

Petition of James LAMKIN guardian of Thomas PEEK heir of John PEEK for 

writ of distribution.  Susannah PEEK to get ¼. Wiley JETER who married 

Louisiania (sic) PEEK  to get ¼.  John LAMKIN guardian of Prudence PEEK 

to get ¼.  James LAMKIN, guardian of  Thomas PEEK to get ¼.  

09 Jan 1826

Petition of Randal RAMSEY who married Elizabeth DOGGETT widow of Asa 

DOGGETT and other heirs for writ of distribution.  Randal RAMSEY in 

right of his wife to get 1/6.  Randal RAMSEY as guardian of John 

DOGGETT to get 1/6.   Randal RAMSEY as guardian  of Naomi DOGGETT to 

get 1/6.  William JONES as guardian of  Nancy DOGGETT to get 1/6.  

William JONES as guardian of  Richard DOGGETT to get 1/6.  William 

JONES as guardian of  Elizabeth DOGGETT to get 1/6.

06 Mar 1826

Letters of guardianship granted to Richard EUBANK for John W. DOGGETT 

minor of Asa DOGGETT.

06 Mar 1826

David WALKER executor of the estate of  Elisha WALKER tendered receipts 

for the record from the following people: Sarah WALKER, [Richard?] 

SIMMS,  N. H. CLANTON and George B. WALKER.  David WALKER also 

submitted all papers of James C. WALKER which were in the possession of 

Elisha WALKER at the time of his decease.  Reference is made to the 

date 16 Nov 1822, but I don’t know its significance.

Letters of guardianship to Richard EUBANK on the person and property of 

Naomi DOGGETT.

Letters of guardianship to William P. BEALLE on the person and property 

of Robert WINFREY orphan of Benjamin E. WINFREY.

20 Jun 1826

David STANFORD is one of the justices.

03 Jul 1826

Order to record accounts of Reuben WINFREY executor of the estate of  

Isaac WINFREY.

08 Jan 1827

Frances GARNETT, heir of Nancy GARNETT, discharges Richard EUBANK  as 

guardian and gives a receipt for certain property.

09 Jan 1827

Some proceedings relating to the estate of John BRISCOE.

05 Feb 1827

Letters of guardianship granted to George A. P. WHITEFIELD on the 

person and property of Ann SANDERLIN and Feriby (sic) Ellen SANDERLIN 

minors of Benjamin SANDERLIN.

05 Mar 1827

Letters of guardianship on the person and property of Prudence PEEK 

granted to James LAMKIN.

06 Nov 1827

Letters of guardianship on the person and property of James STANFORD, 

orphan of Elijah STANFORD of Bulloch Co. and grandson of John STANFORD 

deceased, granted to David STANFORD.

14 Jan 1828

Andrew LYON gives receipt to Samuel CRUMP late guardian of his wife 

Susannah GARNETT heir of  Nancy GARNETT.  Dated 04 Dec 1827.

04 Feb 1828

Order to record account of David STANFORD concerning guardianship of 

James STANFORD.
