Dear Lt. Commander Kirk:

Since I received the darling picture of your babies and your funds, I have looked at the picture several times. They are so darling. I know you and Melanie must be enjoying them so much. Babies bring such a special spirit into a home.

I have been evaluating my previous research notes, comparing data also from your cousin, Stephen, and materials that you have sent me on the various lines. As is usually the case there are still many unanswered questions but part of research is working from the known data on any given family and comparing it against new research and research shared by others. Hopefully some of the problem areas will be narrowed and matters still not thoroughly checked can be continued another time as you wish.

First on the ancestry of your Stephen Kirk, as previously noted by myself and others there are many early Stephen Kirk’s in Georgia counties and in North Carolina. Also there are many Abraham Womack’s in Georgia and North Carolina. From records previously searched we have determined that there was an Abraham Womack in Orange county records in North Carolina, then in the breakoff of Orange county as points in time we have the counties of Caswell and Chatham. There is an early Abraham Womack who died in Caswell county after he appears on tax lists in Caswell. His will is proved there so he cannot be your Abraham. His wife was Elizabeth Stubblefield. That Abraham was in Caswell on tax lists as early as 1777.

Then we have an Abraham Womack with wife, Martha Mitchell who married in Granville county, N. Car. 31 March 1763. Some of children born in Caswell county and some of their children married there, too. One child reported born in Guilford county, N. Car. He moved to Georgia and was residing in Hancock county, Ga. when he died. His will was dated and proved in 1797 in Hancock county. In 1793 he was in Wilkes county, Ga. where he sold land with his wife, Martha, to their son, Mansel Womack.

The deeds of Green county, parent of Hancock referring to an Abraham Womach/Womack is not referring to your Abraham but the one who married Martha. In Greene county, land records he is selling to his son, Sherwood, land in 1792. Abraham bought land in Greene in 1786. This is not your Abraham.
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Then we have your Abraham Womack whose revolutionary war pension gives us a great deal of information about his whereabouts. He enlisted during the war from Chatham county, N. Car. but doesn’t state where he was born. His will mentions carpenter tools, so he could have been a carpenter. In his revolutionary war deposition he states that he was in Hancock county, Ga. in 1786 which would be time the other Abraham Womack was in Greene county, the parent county of Hancock. From his probate and that of Stephen Kirk we find the connection of Stephen’s wife, Ann or Anna to Abraham Womach/Wommack/Womack. She and her brother, Charles, come through the first wife, Judith (Judy) Minter unknown in various records or by various compilers of historical materials. Searching in records of Chatham we find that Judith is his first wife and appears on deeds with him in Chatham. Further his father in law, John Minter and wife, Elizabeth, sell land to Abraham in Chatham. Unfortunately searching in many records in Chatham, Orange and Granville and nearby counties no marriage located in county records for Abraham and Judith. His 2nd wife was Lucy Moody. They married in Jones county, Ga. 8 May 1825 and she was 44 then and had no children through Abraham.

From materials in the Genealogies of Virginia Families from Virginia Magazine of History & Biography sent to me via your cousin, Stephen, Orange county, N. Carolina deed book references are given. DB A, pg. 443 John Minter & wife, Elizabeth of Chatham county sell to Abraham Womack of Chatham, 120 acres in Chatham, 7 Nov 1774.

In same source reference to Chatham DB B land grants to Abraham and John Womack, 1779. Abraham got 200 acres of land bought of Jeremiah Minter. In DB C Abraham Womack sells to David Parish, Feb. 1785, land north prong lick creek.

With Abraham selling out in Chatham in 1785 this ties in well with his deposition for his revolutionary war pension which states that he is in Georgia in 1786. I am enclosing the pages of photos from an abstract book of Chatham deeds authors Marilyn Foe Laird and Vivian Poe Jackson, #975.659R2L, 6 pages. I am not sending all the Womack pages just those dealing with Abraham Womack and John Minter, Jeremiah Minter, etc.

Am also enclosing some photocopies from book Chatham County, 1771-1971 by Wade Hampton Hadley, Doris Goerch Horton, and Nell Craig Strowd, #975.659H2Hwh. This is the reference I referred to that Stephen had sent to me after I had already made the photos for you so this might be a duplicate, if he also sent you a photo from this reference. (3 pgs.)

I checked the marriage bonds and records for Chatham without finding anything on any of your direct ancestral families, see bibliography at back of this report for complete listing of all references checked.

From the various work sheets input in the computer and those started on various Kirk, Minter/Minton and Womack names I tried to evaluate if additional sheets to you would help in your quest for the various family connections. If you have any questions about any of sheets or

references please let me know.
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With references searched by both myself and your cousin it would appear that many people have checked into areas of North Carolina and Virginia to get links going backwards on the various Abraham Womach/Womack’s. As previously stated our problem is not a lack of data on Abraham Womack’s but too many parties by that name and many in same generation as your Abraham having children about same ages, but different wives and children. This has made trying to sort them out a real nightmare.

I have gone through my previous sheets sent to you and updated with latest info your direct ancestral family, Abraham and Judith. There is yet another version of ancestry for Abraham in the 1992 edition of the IGI which I have cited in the updated sheet on your direct ancestors. Have also made out a sheet for John Minter and Elizabeth Morgan. However, In the indexes to Wills for Colonial Virginia checked in book by Clayton Torrence, Virginia Wills and Admm. index, 1632-1800 in addition to the John Minter in Essex county wills there are many Minters in other Tidewater area counties, many in Gloucester, some in Richmond, Fau. And other counties. Checked same index for Morgan names too and compared against Minter/Minton names.

In addition I checked the 1992 edition for the IGI for Virginia for Minter/Minton and found many early Minter’s in area of Kingston parish, Gloucester county, Va. See bibliography for some of main names and time frames. Many in Gloucester county.

Earliest reference to a John Minter was in series Cavaliers and Pioneers, Virginia land patents by Nell Nugent, volume 2, 1666-1695, pg. 74(#975.5R2m) William Pebles given 473 acres in Charles City county, south side James river, adjoining Thos. Newhouse, 30 July 1670 for transporting 10 persons, including John Minter.

See bibliography for complete listing of references checked for this report in addition to the reviewing again of all Stephen’s materials sent to me, your communications dealing with your family names and all my notes on the Kirk/Womack and related lines families.

Any new information on direct line families I have added and updated for you on Abraham and Judith Minter’s family and John Minter and Elizabeth Morgan’s sheets. Other Abraham’s about same age as him with additional data I have updated to include with this report. With so many early Minter’s in Gloucester, I would want to get into those records before saying that your John is the son of the John of Essex, especially since in the will in Essex in 1740’s it is stated that some of children are under age at time of will? That doesn’t seem to fit with what data we have on the children of John and his approximate age. Also the John of Essex doesn’t have another given name of Anthony as one of sources indicated as well as the wife’s ancestry an Anthony Morgan? Here again variances on who John’s parents might be.

With members of Stephen’s family thinking your Abraham was born in Cumberland county I am enclosing a copy of the original will of Nathan Womack from Cumberland county
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wills, also a family group sheet on his family so you can see that his wife’s name was Anna and he had among other children, a Charles. However, these parties are not your ancestors. Nathan dies in Virginia and he didn’t have a middle name of Abraham. His father was a William Womack.

Note the one family of a Richard Womack which I still like very much for the possible parentage of your Abraham, rather than an Abraham and Ann. His son - Abraham- is within a year of birth from age of death in a newspaper article on your man

Only items left to search to be sure no stones would be overlooked would be the following references, which I have made an outline to complete for my final effort on that side of your Womack line Goochland county, Va. Deed indexes for Kirk, Minter/Minton, Womack/Wamack, then look up any appropriate deeds if found.

Cumberland county deed book one, 3, 4, and 7 for deeds found in index dealing with Abraham Womack’s early and William Womacks.

Chesterfield county, Va. deed abstracts for volume one and two, out when I was working on your lines at library last, someone else had the books out.

Have done all early court abstracts for court cases, deed abstracts, etc. for Henrico county, Virginia. Would like to do the original deed indexes on film in case anything missed on early Womack’s there in colonial period, if so to look them up.

In North Carolina in photocopies of court minutes for Orange county, N. Car. by Weynette Park Haun, pg. 139 For Aug. 1761 court jurors appointed with Womack names, Richard, Jacob and Abraham. These same given names appear in family of Richard Womack of Henrico county who had a son, Abraham born in 1742.

On the Kirk the Stephen earliest in Orange is too old to be your ancestor who was born according to early census approximations in Georgia in 1770’s. This older Stephen ended up in South Carolina with probate matters in Chester and his estate fails to name among children a Stephen.

We can prove a Stephen Kirk in Georgia in early Wilkes and Washington counties in land records and here again, he would be too old to be your Stephen, unless a a lot older than his wife, Anna. If he is same Stephen of Wilkes and Hancock then he could be same Stephen who married Elizabeth McClendon and her father is known from previous research. However, with marriage records lacking for either Anna or Elizabeth we are hard pressed to prove whether one or two Stephens in early Georgia records. I can think of no other sources left to check in Georgia original, or abstracted court records for Stephen (yours).  Have also searched in South Carolina records of various types and didn’t find a will mentioning a Stephen there, though I searched in many counties where early Kirk’s were cited in various indexes.

From previous research we found that in Orange in inferior court minutes from 1778-1788 parties names Kirk with given names of Isaac, Jesse, Lewis, Stephen and Win. Kirk.
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This concludes my review as I promised on the Kirk/Womack problems which seem to elude us because there are so many discrepancies from one record to another and so many Abraham’s!

Consider this the balance of the time owing that I owe from the funds you recently sent, keeping in mind that I haven’t charged you for the many hours of review to study the various families and see where I thought possible connections might be surmised. In the fall I will search those final sources listed that I can check to be very sure I haven’t overlooked anything, then I would have to say that I have covered everything possible from this library. Many of the references for the Virginia state library we have here. In addition the library has some materials that can be viewed on the internet if you or Stephen would want to do that. They could show you what is available.

I will sign off for now and report on the Major/Barnes checking I did separately since that is your mom’s side of your lines.
